She was serving a 12 years and 6 months sentence for    

using and possessing drugs . It is alleged that she was raped and left to die by the prison guards. Gayoom formed a Committee to investigate 

her death, but to this date its fi ndings have been unknown. Sudha was not the only young person whose death in jail was silenced. 
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
